Program Highlights

The Courses

During this program you will take four online courses, each lasting for one semester.  There is a mandatory, no charge, Orientation to WebCT (the online virtual classroom) from April 3 – April 28, 2006
1. Overview of Interpreting in the American Legal System – 4 credit hours – This course establishes the principles and protocol associated with interpreting in the legal context and explores best practices associated with interpreting in the American judicial system. May 1 – August 11, 2006
2. Introduction to Civil Litigation – 3 credit hours – This course provides a foundation in civil law by following the procedures in a civil matter from the time of a complaint through the appeals process and the implications of each step for interpretation. August 28 – December 15, 2006
3. Introduction to Criminal Law – 3 credit hours – This course provides a foundation in criminal law. The criminal judicial process is examined to determine the unique procedures associated with each stage and the implications for interpretation.  January 16 – May 11, 2007
4. Skills Development For Interpreting In The Legal Context – 4 credit hours – This skills course involves the interpretation of frozen legal texts (such as jury instructions and various legal/courtroom forms), the interpretation of client-attorney interviews, and the interpretation of direct and cross examination.  The skills are applied during a supervised practicum by a qualified legal mentor.  
May 21 – August 24, 2007  
The learning activities are accessible to both deaf and non-deaf learners and involve frequent interaction between study groups for the purpose of gaining insight and understanding of the overall program materials.  *Please note: taped lecture material is presented in ASL only or open captioning.
